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Directions from Honolulu To Hale’iwa Bypass Road
Take Interstate H1 westbound towards Waianae.  Take exit 8A to Interstate H2 to the end where it becomes 
Route 99 (Wilikina Drive) in Wahiawa.  Pass the McNair Gate at Schofield Barracks take right fork following 
the signs for Route 99 to North Shore.  Take Route 99 for approximately 8 miles, you will pass the Dole Plan-
tation Center.  Continue on Route 99 down to the North Shore to the traffic light located at the beginning of the 
Hale’iwa Bypass Road (2nd light after passing Dole Plantation). Here you must decide which studios you will 
visit first.
To J. Bennett (A), Lee Ceramics (B), Margo Goodwill (C), and Jay Marr (D) Studios
Turn left at the light to Weed Circle.  Exit Weed Circle on Waialua Beach Road. For Margo, turn right on Au 
St. and follow around corner. For Lee Ceramics, keep going straight on to Crozier Drive. The studio is the 
first house on the mountain side of the street.  For J. Bennett, continue down Crozier Drive turn left on Olohio 
and right on Farrington Hwy (930).  Continue past the horses and the Mokule’ia Beach Colony turning right 
on La’au Paina.  For Jay Marr exit Weed Circle on Kaukonahua Road, Hwy (803) and turn right by Bakery on 
Kaamooloa Road.
To Jerome Heck (E) and Bill Braden (F) Studios
Continue through the light, heading towards Waimea Bay via the bypass road and Kamehameha Hwy (83). 
Go past Waimea Bay to the first traffic light at the fire station and Foodland.  Turn right up Pupukea Road at 
the light at Foodland.  Continue up Pupukea Road about 1.5 miles, turn right on Maulukua and right again on 
Akanoho Place.  Jerome’s studio will be on your right.  For Bill Braden’s studio, at Foodland continue on Kam 
Hwy less than 1 mile and turn right on Pukea, past Opae and turn right onto the 2nd dirt driveway.
To Bernard Moriaz (G) Studio
Bernie’s studio is located in a gated community along Highway 803 (Kaukonahua Rd)
and can be reached from either Wahiawa or Haleiwa.  You must call for gate code.
